KEEPING IWADE SPECIAL by Iwade Parish Councillor Janet Gregory

Nearly 500 additional new homes are already in the pipeline to be built in lwade under planning
permission previously agreed by Swale Borough Council in the current local plan. The new Swale Local
Development Framework (next local plan) is due to begin and will run until 2026, which was outlined by
Iwade Observer in the last two issues. Last month’s front page drew attention to the need for residents to
consider the 4 options offered by Swale Council for the next 15 years and urged everyone to respond.
We live in a modern village which has evolved to meet the challenges of recent rapid growth and,
according to the recent survey mentioned last month, many of us value the village lifestyle and
countryside and are concerned about the threat of more development. Option 1 was the only choice
which offers no further homes in Iwade, but more development on Sheppey seems inevitable in any case,
increasing the traffic on the A249 and causing problems at Junction 5 of the M2. We must do everything
possible to preserve our quality of life here in our unique village for the future, and let the powers that be
know that we are a Force To Be Reckoned With.

His Local
Government expertise and
enthusiasm will be sorely missed
by his colleagues on the Parish
Council. Our hearts go out to his
wife and Sons.
