already seen them.

date had no environmental
problems and always had

approval from Local
Authorities. Their
environmental impact

consisted of reductions on
land field sites, they recycled
waste into products, created
local employment, produce
no noise, no dust and there
was no danger to the local
environment. All noise was
contained inside the
operating buildings.

Concerns from the Parish
Council were raised about
dust and Ballast Phoenix
explained the extensive
programme on site that kept
the dust down, by spraying
plant, stock and lorry wheel
washes and they also
installed windbreaks. They
conducted regular checks on
employees and periodic
check on dust and all were
always well within the
national dust level standards.
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The frantic pace at which our
world moves drives us
through the seasons will little
or no time to consider the
implications for us.
